I.  Interpretation of Scripture by Typology
A. The Divine Plan is a dynamic movement from “shadows” to “reality”.  Scripture logs/documents the movement from shadow to reality.
B. The terms “shadow” and “type” both mean pre-figure.

C. Paul sets a pattern for this: Adam is a type of Christ.   (ROM 5:12 - 14) 

D. Serpent lifted up for the healing of the people foreshadows Christ being lifted up on the cross.  (JOH 3:14)

E. Abraham’s slave (Hagar) is a type of the Old Covenant.  Abraham’s wife Sarah foreshadows the New Covenant.  (GAL 4:22 - 28)

F. “The New Testament is concealed in the Old.  The Old is revealed in the New”  - St. Augustine
G. Mary, being integral to the Divine Plan, was foreshadowed in the Old Testament.

II.  The New Adam & The New Eve 
A. Jesus is referred to as the New Adam (1COR 15:45 & 47, ROM 5:11 – 14).  What’s important in the Divine Plan is the New Creation (2COR 5:17, GAL 6:15)

B. Just as Eve had an essential position in the Old Testament, so does the New Eve in the New Testament:

III.  The Queen Mother 

A. Davidic Kingdom had a Queen Mother that came with authority.  Solomon – the Son of David - was the King.  His Mother, Bersheeba was the Queen (1KI 2:19).

B. Jesus is referred to as the “Son of David” (MAT 1:1, 9:27, 12:23 21:9). Mary – His Mother - is the Queen and described crowned in Heaven (REV 12:1).

IV.  Mary as Our Mother 

A. Jesus said: “Behold your Mother” (JOH 19:25).  GK reads as: And from that hour he took her as their own.
B. Mary is described as being the Mother of Christians (REV 12:17).

V.  Mary as the Ark
A. Mary was defined as theotokos (God-bearer) at the Council of Ephesus in 431 ad.
B. Just as there is an Ark of the Covenant in the OT, there is the true ark in the NT.  The passage in Luke has an exact parallel to the passages about the ark in the OT.
